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Requirements and Guidelines for Induction 
into the HLRSC Hall of Fame

1. Nominee is required to have raised Holland Lop rabbits for at least ten years.
2. Nominee is required to have been a member of the HLRSC for at least ten years.
3. Nominee is required to have served as an HLRSC officer, HLRSC Board member or HLRSC committee member.
4. Nominee is required to demonstrate activity in a local, state or regional Holland Lop club.
5. Nominee should have been instrumental in the promotion and improvement of the Holland Lop through successful breeding.
6. Nominee should have given assistance to others in their quest to raise and show quality animals.
7. Nominee is required to have been an exemplary showman on all levels.  Sportsmanship, honesty, and integrity will all be taken 
	 into consideration for induction.  Each nomination will be accompanied by a minimum of three letters of 
	 recommendation from HLRSC members, preferably from three different zones or states.
8. A deceased member may be considered if the above criteria are met.
9. Nominations must be mailed to the Vice President of the HLRSC and postmarked no later than June 1st.
10. The Vice President will screen all applications on the above qualifications.  If an application is deemed questionable, the Vice 
	 President will consult with the Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee must be in majority agreement that the 
	 particular candidate meets the above qualifications before the candidate can be placed on a ballot.
11. By July 1st the Vice President will mail a first-class packet containing the nominations, including letters of recommendation, 
	 a return self-addressed stamped envelope, and a ballot to the Executive Board.  The ballot will include all approved 
	 nominees as well as the option not to induct any members for that year.  
	 Return ballots must be postmarked by August 1st.  
12. If a member of the Executive Board is nominated, that member will not receive a packet containing the nominations and will
	 not vote. The President and Vice president will only be eligible for nomination after they leave office so as not to conflict
	 with their duties while in office.
13. A tie vote is to be broken by the President.
14. By September 1st, the Vice President will send the results to the Executive Board.  A nominee must have at least seven 
	 executive board votes to be inducted into the HLRSC Hall of Fame.  The Vice President is responsible for purchasing an 
	 award with the inductee’s name and the year they were inducted.  All Hall of Fame members will become a lifetime 
	 member of the HLRSC.  This lifetime membership includes first-class postage for the Hollander.
15. Only one nominee may be inducted per year.  It is not a requirement to induct a new member to the Hall of Fame each year.
16. These definitions are as per our Constitution:

How did you get started breeding Hollands?

TUMULTUOUS BEGINNINGS

	 I joined the HLRSC back in 1984.  I had been 
raising Hollands for almost two years and wanted 
to get more involved.  I ventured to my first ARBA 
Convention that year in Florida.  The HLRSC General 
Membership meeting was contentious as people of dif-
fering opinions debated; there were even lawyers and a 
camera recording the meeting.  I remember one attor-
ney standing up and saying that he believed in moth-
erhood and apple pie.  I am not sure what that had to 
do with anything, but I did wonder what I was getting 
into!  It was the first meeting for both Jamie Wardlow 
and myself, and we both left that meeting shaking our 
heads!

	 Alec Brooks was the founder of the breed and 
imported the first Holland Lops.  The first showing for 
his COD was in 1977, and Hollands were approved as 
a breed in 1980.  Alec won BOB at the first conven-
tion that year, as well as ‘Best Fancy in Show.’   Alec 
was president of the club from 1980 until 1986 when 
the ARBA came in and removed the club officers due 
to conflict within the club.  They installed Connall 
Addison as president, Rich Steinberg, as VP, myself 
as secretary and Marianne Hay as treasurer.  With a 
new executive, the board, the infighting seemed to die 
away, and the club began to thrive.

	 Vi Crowder became president in 1991, and 
took the club to new levels, incorporating and gaining 
non-profit status.  In 1993, Debbie Vigue took over 
as president and helped the club through some tough 
times when the treasurer embezzled funds from our 
treasury.  Debbie worked diligently with the bonding 
company to recover funds and get the treasurer pros-
ecuted.  

	 The HLRSC did have a rough beginning, but 
some of the breeders back then were amazing, and 
they really did help Hollands become the popular 
breed that it is today.   Some impactful breeders from 
the first decades included:  Vi & Howell Crowder, 
Marylouise Cowan, Hans Albrecht, Jamie Wardlow, 
Deb Sandoval, Barry Hustins, and myself.  The breed 
continued to grow, and many more names were added 
to the list.  If you browse the HLRSC Guidebook and 
look at convention and national show winners, you 
will see that there were great breeders from all over the 
United States!

	 Over the last 40 years, Hollands have won Best 
in Show, and Reserve in Show at several ARBA Con-
ventions, with some fierce competition.

	 Some have asked how the Holland Lop has 
changed over the years.  Hollands have been around 
for over 40 years, and yes, there have been changes. I 
went back in my files and pulled out some old photos 
and was surprised at the differences.  
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C.C .Sammy Sable the Black – SSB - Top Lop 1989 and 1990, 
BOS 1989 ARBA Convention.  

Note the longer length of body, slight dip at the shoulder, and 
slipped crown.

	 I was chairman of the HLRSC Standards Com-
mittee for 18 years.  During that time, there were only 
minor changes to the point structure, but some major 
changes to the wording in the standard.  We broke out 
into our own color standard about 15 years ago, leaving 
the Lop Color Guide and writing our own.  Over the 
years, we have tried to put more emphasis on headset, 
bone, chest, and crown, which has changed and defined 
our breed.  

	 Back in the beginning, Hollands were quite a 
bit longer in the body.  It was not unusual to see a rab-
bit with a head to body ratio of 1:4.  Now, we often see 
rabbits with a head to body ratio of 1:3 or even 1:2.  The 
animals today are much heavier in bone than we saw in 
the past.  Not that there weren’t a few with heavy bone 
back at the beginning, there were – but it is much more 
common to find today.  

	 Here are a few photos of some older winning 
Hollands so that you can see some of the changes.

C.C. Poggibonsi – BJB - BOB 2005 ARBA Convention.
Note the longer front limb than what we see today, and the 

slipped crown.

C.C. Douglas Wayne – SJB – BOB 2010 ARBA Convention.
Around this time, we started seeing shorter animals with heavier bone. 

C.C. Houkliau – SJD - BOS 2013 ARBA Convention
By 2013, we were seeing much more upright animals, and judges 

started posing Hollands to show off their high headsets.  Bodies were 
much deeper, and chests much fuller by this point in time.

C.C. Ajax – SSB – Best in Show 2014 ARBA Convention 
The biggest change from back in 1989, is the length of body and the top 
line.  High headsets have now become standard within the breed.  C.C. 

Ajax definitely looks much different than C.C. Sammy from 1989!

	 If you want to see more photos of the evolution of our breed, 
take a peek at your HLRSC Guidebook.  There are a lot of photos, and 
it is interesting to see how the breed has evolved.
 

	 So, congratulations to Hollands on their 40th birthday as a 
breed, and to the growth of the HLRSC becoming one of the largest 
specialty clubs we have within the ARBA today.  Here’s to many more 
Hollands winning BIS at conventions, and on the local show tables!  
May the next 40 years bring even more improvements to our Hallmark 
breed!
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Color Corner
Wide Band Pattern Colors

Genetics of the Agouti Color Group
by Gina Cook

Green Barn Farm

	 The “Wide Band Group” is code for all the agouti 
colors that are non-extension (A_ee).  Being in this group may 
or may not have any actual relation to being “ww” for a genetic 
wideband though.  The Wide Band Group of recognized colors 
for hollands is comprised of only four colors:  Orange, Cream, 
Frosty and Red. The only color in this group that is a GENETIC 
wideband, is Red.

	 ORANGE.  We often see this genotype written out as 
A_??C_D_ee.  We use the question marks to indicate that or-
ange can be black, A_B_C_D_ee, or chocolate, A_bbC_D_ee.  A 
Chocolate Orange may appear very clean, with little to no smut 
because the chocolate tends to blend with the orange better, es-
sentially masking any smut.  The smut is likely still there (unless 
you’ve bred to eliminate it) since chocolate smut blends better 
than black smut.  Eyes are brown.

	 Back in the day, and listed in my old 2011-2015 SOP, 
was the color FAWN.  This was removed from our SOP some 
time ago, and therefore, is no longer a color that should be 
used to describe a Holland.  Genetically, it was the same as an 
Orange, the brightness of the orange was just slightly different.  
Where it can be confusing though, is that some rabbit breeds do 
not use the term Orange at all, but rather FAWN.  These are the 
Angoras, Flemish Giants, and Lops.

	 CREAM.  Cream is just the dilute of Orange, A_??C_
ddee.   (Further complicating matters is the fact that AFL and 
NDs use the term FAWN for their dilute oranges, and Palomi-
nos use the term Lynx for this).  Just as Oranges can be choco-
late, so can Creams, turning them technically into Lilac Creams 
(but still Cream per our SOP), A_bbC_ddee.   The Lilac Creams 
I have had were incredibly clean – no visible smut, with a deli-
cate color similar to that of a cup of coffee that had way more 
creamer in it than coffee.  Eye color is to be blue-gray.

	 Just remember that in Hollands, we only have OR-
ANGE (dense) and CREAM (dilute of orange).  Period.  When 
talking genetics of Orange, Cream, Fawn or Lynx, it’s important 
to know the breed of rabbit you are discussing, because our Or-
ange could be their Fawn, and their Lynx could be our Cream!

	 FROSTY.  A Frosty is a non-extension Chinchilla.  The 
amount and distribution of ticking is variable, and ticking can 
be black, blue, chocolate, lilac, or sable, with corresponding 
eye color.  Some breeds refer to this color as ermine.  A shaded 
frosty (or Sable Frosty), having the c(chl) gene instead of c(chd), 
MIGHT fit the SOP description, but they are less than ideal.  
Buyer beware:  If I were looking to bring in a Frosty to aid in my 
Chin project, I would not want to bring in a shaded frosty – I 
would want a chin based frosty (remember the light chinchilla 
gene and Agouti do not play well together so far as recognized 
colors are concerned).  Eyes can be Brown or Blue-Gray.

	 RED.  Things get more complicated when we get to 
RED.  The best reds are both ‘ww’ for wideband AND have a lot 
of rufus, A_B_C_D_ee ww ++++++.  You CAN get some color 
on the belly and in the agouti markings without being ww, IF 
you have enough rufus. The wideband gene allows more color 
to “leak into” agouti or tan pattern markings, provided there is 
rufus there providing that color. Generally speaking, wideband 
and rufus WORK TOGETHER to create a deep, well colored 
Red.

	 The wideband gene is a simple recessive gene.  W is 
dominant and is not wideband.  ‘w’ is recessive, and therefore 
requires two copies of the allele to express itself, ‘ww’.  

	 “Wideband has two main actions. It makes the fawn/
orange/red midband wider on all agouti patterned rabbits, and 
it removes the grey blue under color on the belly of both agouti 
patterned and tan patterned rabbits. On red or orange rabbits, 
there is not a grey band in the body color or the belly under 
color, so wideband’s visual action on red/orange colored rab-
bits is less obvious. What it does do is allow whatever color the 
rabbit has, to travel deeper down the hair towards the skin, so if 
there is a lot of rufus, it extends farther and covers more of the 
hair shaft when the rabbit is also wideband. But wideband itself 
does not manufacture red pigment. That is the job of rufus.” – 
Laura Lyon

	 Rufus is a tricky beast.  Rufus controls the ‘redness’ of 
a rabbits color.  Rufus is generally notated with plus or minus 
signs (surmised to be 6 - 8 genes).  ++++++ is high rufus.  ---
--- is no rufus. A rabbit that has medium rufus, may be some 
combination of ---+++.  The tricky thing is, rufus does not 
necessarily ‘stack’.  Breeding a rabbit that is medium rufus, ---
+++, to another medium rufus rabbit, ---+++, could result in 
offspring that are extremely low in rufus, ------, all the way up to 
very high rufus, ++++++, depending on how the modifiers are 
passed by the parents.  Keep those with the highest rufus and 
continue working to eliminate those that are low in rufus.

	 “Rufus can exist and show without the animal being 
wideband.  This chestnut rabbit is a 1st generation (F1) cross 
between a Thrianta (very high rufus and ww for wideband) and 
a Holland Lop (solid self-black). Note that it is obviously Ww for 
wideband, by virtue of still having the grey under color to the 
belly, but it is also quite red with a colored belly and high rufus.”

Five important things to remember:

1  Keep track of the shows you attend, and be sure to notify the 
show secretaries if you don’t receive your show reports within 30 
days of the show completion.  

2  Double-check your show reports and be sure your name is 
spelled correctly (and is the same as your HLRSC membership. 
Also, make sure the rabbit ear number/s are correct.  Those ear 
numbers are how we calculate the Top Lop points.

3  Youth are allowed to show in “open” classes. HOWEVER, 
YOUTH CAN NOT SHOW THE SAME RABBIT IN OPEN 
AND YOUTH CLASSES AT THE SAME SHOW!  This could 
result in points being voided for that show.

4  When showing in a partnership, all persons must be mem-
bers of HLRSC and should notify the sweeps chair of the part-
nership names.

5  Remember when entering the same show as John Smith 
and also as John Smith/Susan Jones that points earned for John 
Smith stand-alone and those points earned for John Smith/Su-
san Jones also stand alone and are not added together.

	 Wide band and a high rufus factor are what change an 
Otter into a Tan.  Tan is not recognized in Hollands, but this 
gives you a good visual on what wide band and rufus does.  Be-
ing ‘ww’ for wideband has little noticeable effect on torts or any 
‘aa’ self-colors.
